Rules and Information 
 
WHY IS THERE AN ENTRY FEE IN THE PARADE?  The Christmas Decorations that grace the streets of downtown Billings have a price tag 
of $15,000 per year for maintenance, replacement, hanging-up and removal.  This cost is not covered by any tax dollars and is not  provided by 
the city.  We rely entirely upon contributions to continue to fund this 50 year + tradition.  Your entry fee goes to this fund as well.  Take pride in 
the fact that you have a part in this tradition!  
 

1. The 2008 Holiday Parade will be held on Friday November 28, 2008.  Parade Line Up time and LOCATION – Downtown 
starting at 26th St. - parade starts DOWNTOWN at 7:00 PM.  This year’s theme is ”CHRISTMAS STARTS HERE”. 
Entries must be decorated for the holidays.   

2. The non-refundable entry fees per entry are:  non-profit $50, for-profit $75, late fees +$15 and must accompany the entry 
form.  Please note on the entry form what constitutes a unit and pay accordingly.  

3. Entry forms are due to the DBA by November 18, 2008- Noon. Late entries will be accepted UNTIL PARADE REACHES 
FULL CAPACITY but require payment of an additional LATE ENTRY FEE!  NO ENTRIES WILL BE AC-
CEPTED AFTER NOVEMBER 21, 2008! 

4. Entry numbers will be mailed to you prior to the parade, the address listed on the application is where all information will 
be mailed to.  For your own benefit, be sure to hang your company logo, banners, etc. as high as possible to insure visibil-
ity. 

5. All entries will be judged in the following categories with cash prizes being awarded to the winner Best Entry Over-all, 
Best Float, Best Musical Entry, Best Costumes, Best Interpretation of Theme, Best Performers and Most Original Entry.  

The “Best Entry Over-all” will be awarded a $100 cash prize.  All other category winners will receive $20 cash prize each.  
Winners will not be announced the night of the parade.  Winners will be posted on this website and announced through the 
media. 

6. Community Channel 7 may be broadcasting the Parade live.  If you would like information included about your entry in 
this broadcast, please include information with the entry form.  

7. No major commercial displays, advertising, or propaganda handouts will be allowed in the Parade.  All entries must have a 
definite holiday theme. Sponsor Identification is allowed but sponsors in conflict with our Major Corporate (non-media) 
Sponsors (see website) will not be allowed in the parade! If you are a marching group only, it is recommended that you 
dress festive and or sing seasonal carols.  Any entry not meeting the Parade criteria may be disqualified from the pa-
rade. 

7. The Parade officials have made arrangements for ONE SANTA to be in the Parade, which will be provided by the 
DBA and BID and request that no other entries have a Santa (this is to eliminate confusion for the children).  

9. City regulations require that any float larger than a pick-up truck or automobile must provide people or horseback 
riders to walk on both sides of each entry.  Some floats will require more walkers depending on the size.  Also, floats 
can not exceed 12’ in height and 40’ in total length (front bumper to back bumper). Entries with multiple vehicles 
are still limited to total length from front bumper of first vehicle to back bumper of last vehicle. 

10. NO CANDY MAY BE THROWN FROM PARADE ENTRIES. (City Ordinance $100 fine!)  

11. PARADE OFFICIALS RESERVE THE RIGHT TO DISQUALIFY ANY ENTRY NOT COMPLYING WITH THE 
RULES AND FLOAT SPECIFICATIONS.   You will be removed from the parade and not be allowed to par-
ticipate.
